On February, 10, 2018, in Florence
(Tuscany, Italy), the opening of the
annual week of wine premieres
was held. Until February, 17, the
Tuscan consortiums represented
new vintages.

The first day’s location corresponded to the level of the event.
Guests from all over the world - journalists winemakers, and buyers
attended the opening of this annual event in Fortezza da Basso, also
- a large exhibition complex of Florence. At the Buy Wine site, this
year, there were 210 wine producers, as well as about 200 buyers
from 39 countries were listed. The event is organized jointly by
the Tuscany Region and PromoFirenze, the special agency of the
Florence Chamber of Commerce and Industry. The famous British
singer and successful ltalian winemaker Sting opened the wine
forum. At the Anteprime di Toscana 2018 Sting was accompanied
by his wife Trudie and the team of Tenuta Il Palagio, the musician’s
winery. On the opening day of the Anteprime di Toscana 2018, 11
“smaller” wine consortiums presented their wines: Carmignano,
Casole d’Elsa, Colline Lucchesi, Cortona, Elba, Maremma Toscana,
Montecarlo di Lucca, Montecucco, Pitigliano and Sovana, Val di
Cornia and Valdarno di Sopra. Many wines from these appellations of
Tuscany, despite their low popularity, have received high evaluation
from wine critics and connoisseurs. According to experts, they are
able to create competition for more prominent representatives
of Italian and European winemaking. On February, 11, a tasting by
Chianti Lovers took place. This is an all-Tuscan wine consortium of

Chianti producers - the most renowned wine of not just Tuscany but
whole Italy. New vintages of Chianti DOCG 2017, as well as Riserva
2015, which enter the market in 2018, were tasted. During the next
two days, the large Chianti Classico Collection wine parade was held.
Traditionally, in the Stazione Leopolda (Florence) exhibition centre,
Consortium presented the latest Gallo Nero vintages for the press and
professionals. This year, a record number of participants was noted.
Figures are impressive: 186 wineries with 659 wines, 59 samples
from 2017 barrels, 92 tastings of Chianti Classico Gran Selezione.
More than 9,000 bottles and a team of 50 sommeliers that had been
presenting the wines to 250 journalists from 30 countries, and 1800
professionals, for two days. Despite the most arid in 70 years 2017,
and recorded 27% reduction in production, last year's wines showed
good quality and were appreciated by connoisseurs. Within the
framework of the Chianti Classico Collection, samples of Consorzio
Tutela Morellino di Scansano products were also offered for tasting.
The Consortium unites more than 200 participants, with 90 of them
producing wines under Morellino di Scansano DOCG brand. On
February, 13-14, Consorzio della Denominazione San Gimignano
conducted Anteprima Vernaccia di San Gimignano, presenting the
main Tuscan white wine.

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This year the famous Italian Chianti Classico Consortium also introduced the
= | newdirector Carlotta Gori. She became the first female leader in the Consortium
and replaced Giuseppe Liberatore in this position. Drinks+ congratulated Ms.
Carlotta personally during Anteprima Toscana and briefly asked about her plans.
Ms. Carlotta said that she is a lawyer by profession and has recently worked in the
field of right defense and surveillance in the Gallo Nero structure. Carlotta plans
to continue promoting the Consortium’s wines on international markets, but
with an emphasis on traditional ones. The main goal is to expand the territory of
Chianti Classico wine. She also expressed her opinion about the vintages of the
Chianti Classico 2017: «Despite the fact that last summer was one of the driest
over the last decade, rainless March and February, hot summer, dry August, and
the lowest production over the past 40 years, the vintage 2017 samples showed
a good structure, color and generally showed a lively and deep intensity».

And on February, 15, the day of Vino Nobile di Montepulciano took place. In Montepulciano
Citadel of Medici, journalists, wine connoisseurs, producers and buyers tasted, analysed, and
made deals for the purchase of the continental Tuscany’'s second Sangiovese-based great
red wine. Winemakers managed to make quality wine. Although the overall wine production is
decreasing by 33% compared to 2016, the wines of 2017 deserve 5 stars. And the last two days
of this grandiose Tuscan wine parade were dedicated to Benvenuto Brunello — one of the most
famous wines not justin Italy but in the world. The wine consortium Benvenuto Brunello presented
new wines introduced to the market since early 2018: Brunello di Montalcino of 2013, Brunello
di Montalcino Riserva 2012, Rosso di Montalcino, Moscadello di Montalcino and Sant’/Antimo. On February, 17, the
premium wines of the new harvest were announced and awarded prizes of Leccio D’oro 2018. And, of course, there
was a traditional laying of the 26th wall plate of the 2017 vintage model in the wall of the town hall of Montalcino and
the official end of Anteprime di Toscana 2018. Sting closed the event — with wines and songs.

The chance to look at so many wines from one particular vintage is a rare opportunity to
gauge the overall quality for a region and the tastings of the Chianti Classico Collection and .
Vino Nobile di Montepulciano provided a fascinating insightinto what is generally considered
to be a challenging harvest in Tuscany. The old adage that in tough years, you will always find
great wines certainly holds true in Chianti Classico with the top wines showing pure fruit,
fine balance and the true regional characters that you would expect from this famous wine
region. Consistency though, was patchy with quite a few thin, tough wines which gave an
insight into just how tough the weather conditions were. However, there were many wines
that provided beautiful drinking and the top wines of the tasting would be welcome in the
cellar of any wine lover. Personally, | found the wines of Vino Nobile di Montepulciano very
interesting. Again, the consistency of quality across the tasting examples was up and down,
but the best wines seemed to have a little more fruit depth and purity. For me there were
many highlights. The wines from the Tuscan region Montecucco, were all very impressive
and this is a wine region to watch that will continue to do great things in he future. The top wines from Chianti
Classico in 2017 were excellent but the advice that in difficult vintages, concentrate on the wines of the top
producers is probably worth considering. And finally, the best wines of the 2017 Vino Nobile di Montepulciano
were excellent. As a general rule of thumb, for me, the wines of 2017 will be for earlier drinking and cellaring
over the medium-term. The challenges of 2016 and 2017 provide an insight into how well the top producers
can cope with such hardships and it is obvious that good farming/viticulture and winemaking comes to the
fore in such years. The good news is, the next great vintage is always just around the corner.
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
